The article, based on the findings of a report 

published in the online journal ñMolecular Biology and Evolutionò exposed the risk of 

some type of cancers among vegetarian population of the world. 

 

In a country like India, where a large section of communities are vegetarian, generally, 

cancer is largely associated with non-vegetarian food. This section generally tends to ignore 

initial symptoms of cancer thrown by their body and refrain from regular health check-ups. 

 

Cancer is a disease which does not discriminate between sex, age, socio-economic 

background, religion and fooding habits. Cancer is generally termed as a ñbad-luck diseaseò 

and the best way to combat cancer is to be aware about it.

She is be able 

to help her family  in managing the household expenses and improve 

standard of living.

      Our vegetarian diet makes us prone to cancer 

Being a vegetarian has its benefits, but your choice to shun meat comes with its own set of

University, leads to a gene mutation that may make more susceptible to inflammation, and by 
association, increased risk of heart disease and colon cancer. The research team analyzed frequencies 
of the mutation in 234 primarily vegetarian Indians and 311 US individuals. They found the gene

findings appeared in the online edition of the journal Molecular Biology and Evolution. Long-term 
vegetarian diet can lead to a genetic mutation that may increase the risk of cancer and heart disease 
in Indians, a new study by Cornell University researchers has claimed. Cancer burden in India has more 
than doubled over the last 26 years. The highest increase among all therapy areas, with breast cancer 
being the most common among Indian women, according to a recent report. As per the Indian Council 
of Medical Research (ICMR) data, India had 14 lakh cancer patients in 2016 and this number is 
expected to increase. The report mentioned. "The age standardized rate is approximately 25.8 per 
one lakh women and is expected to rise to 35 per one lakh women in 2026," the report stated. Many 
plant-based products, however, accomplish multitargeting naturally and are inexpensive and safe 
compared to drugs. Long term vegetarianism can lead to genetic mutations which raise the risk of 
heart disease and cancer, scientists have found. Populations who have had a primarily vegetarian diet 
for generations were found to be far more likely to carry DNA which makes them susceptible to 
inflammation. Scientists in the US believe that the mutation occurred to make it easier for vegetarians 
to absorb essential fatty acids from plants. But it has the knock-on effect of boosting the production 
of arachidonic acid, which is linked to inflammatory disease and cancer. When coupled with a diet 
high in vegetable oils - such as sunflower oil - the mutated gene quickly turns fatty acids into dangerous 
arachidonic acid.  

The finding may help explain previous research which found vegetarian populations are nearly 40 per 
cent more likely to suffer colorectal cancer than meat eaters, a finding that has puzzled doctors 
because eating red meat is known to raise the risk. Researchers from Cornell University in the US 
compared hundreds of genomes from a primarily vegetarian population in Pune, India to traditional

Tom Brenna, Professor of Human Nutrition at Cornell. Separate research from Harvard University also 
found that a diet high in fruit and vegetables may impact fertility because men are consuming high 
quantities of pesticides. Many vegetarians also struggle to get enough iron, vitamin D, vitamin B12 
and calcium which are essential for health. One study found that vegetarians had approximately five 
percent lower bone-mineral density (BMD) than non-vegetarians. However other research suggests 
vegetarianism lowers the risk of diabetes, stroke and obesity.

Cervical Cancer 

Cervical cancer is a type of cancer that occurs in the cells of the cervix ð the lower part of the 

uterus that connects to the vagina. Various strains of the human papillomavirus (HPV), a 

sexually transmitted infection, play a role in causing most cervical cancer. When exposed to 

HPV, the body's immune system typically prevents the virus from doing harm. In a small 

percentage of people, however, the virus survives for years, contributing to the process that 

causes some cervical cells to become cancer cells. You can reduce your risk of developing 

cervical cancer by having screening tests and receiving a vaccine that protects against HPV 

infection. 

Type of Cervical cancer : - Cervical cancer is divided into two main types: squamous cell 

carcinoma and adenocarcinoma. Each is distinguished by the appearance of cells under a 

microscope: 

 

Squamous Cell carcinomas begin in the thin, flat cells that line the bottom of the cervix. This 

type of cervical cancer accounts for about 80 percent of cervical cancers. 

Adenocarcinomas of the cervix develop in the glandular cells that line the upper portion of 

the cervix. Cervical adenocarcinomas  make up about 20 percent of cervical cancers. 

                                         

 

Sometimes, both types of cells are involved in cervical cancer. Other types of cancer can 

develop in the cervix, but these are rare. For example, metastatic cervical cancer starts in the 

cervix and spreads to other parts of the body.
